Supplemental Narrative Regarding Vinegar Hill Music Theatre (“Vinegar Hill”)
Operations

At the January 17, 2023 Planning Board Meeting, the Planning Board requested that a number of
additional details be provided ahead of the Public Hearing scheduled for March 7, 2023. Below
please find a general description of the specific requests and the Vinegar Hill’s response.

1. Vinegar Hill’s Operating Season

RESPONSE: The general season for Vinegar Hill runs from mid-April through early
November with a few events taking place during the “off season” including events
surrounding Prelude.

2. Vinegar Hill’s Event Capacity

RESPONSE: The indoor theatre capacity is approximately 260 seats. Pursuant to the
HHE-200 application the capacity of the to-be installed expanded septic system can
handle up to 350 people per day (in addition to 8 employees). No single event will
exceed the 260-seat capacity and no combination of events will exceed the 350 people
capacity in any 24 hour period.

3. Parking During Events

RESPONSE: The Planning Board requested that handicap parking be delineated on the
site plan. Please see Note 9 on the plan set stating that “For events occurring in theater,
handicap parking is located in the crushed shell parking lot. Additionally, on Sheet 2
(Outdoor Events and Concerts), Handicap Parking is designated behind the area
designated for chairs and blankets. Finally, please see the attached Parking Mitigation
Plan for a full description of how parking is generally handled for different events.

4. Stage Description

RESPONSE: The structure that composes the outdoor stage is 20 feet wide by 16 feet
deep. The front is 15 feet from the ground to the top of the structure and the back is
approximately 12 feet. The stage sits approximately 3 feet off the ground. There is also
approximately 1000 pounds of concrete on each corner of the stage anchored to the top
for added wind resistance. Further details can be found in the attached cut sheets.

Prior to day of event:

The Vinegar Hill Music Theatre (“Vinegar Hill” website will be updated with a section
encouraging everyone attending events at Vinegar Hill to carpool / share rides whenever
possible.

For ticketed events, the number of tickets sold provides some information as to how many
vehicles can be expected to arrive. When tickets sold exceed 160, Vinegar Hill will plan
accordingly to prepare for the possibility that the overflow lot at the Mann veterinary clinic may
be used (additional staffing, preparation of overflow lot, etc.).

For non-ticketed events, Vinegar Hill will coordinate with the event planners to determine the
number of anticipated attendees. If the number of anticipated attendees exceeds 160, Vinegar
Hill will plan accordingly to prepare for the possibility that the overflow lot at the Mann
veterinary clinic may be used (additional staffing, preparation of overflow lot, etc.).

Vinegar Hill will purchase cones and signage for pedestrian traffic to prepare for the possibility
that the overflow lot may be used.*

Day of event:

Vinegar Hill will provide two (2) parking attendants for the main lot. When ticket sales exceed
160, a third parking attendant will be added. Parking attendants will direct incoming vehicles to
spaces in order to maximize the number of vehicles that can be fit into the available parking
area.

Attendants will fill all of the available spaces in the main lot first, then direct vehicles to the
seashell lot in front of the barn (other than those spots designated for handicapped parking).
Only when all available parking spaces have been filled will the attendants direct vehicles to the
overflow lot.

When ticket sales exceed 160, Vinegar Hill will set up cones and signage directing pedestrians
where to walk and where to cross the street into the Vinegar Hill parking lot in the event that
the overflow lot becomes needed.*

*Please note that it is not anticipated that the overflow lot will be used, as the number of spaces in the main lot
and the seashell lot exceed the number required by code for the capacity of the space.
